2. Stationery and textbooks should be purchased directly from the school’s recommended suppliers and are not included in the fees.

3. Sundry charges will still appear on the individual accounts for the following activities, which may depend on your daughter’s grade and individual subject or co-curricular choices:

· R305 per learner per term for grade 10, 11 and 12 Visual Arts and Home Economics materials or ingredients

· school retreats, outings, tours and camps

· guest speakers, presenters or facilitators

· music lessons

· school photographs

· school magazines

· examination fees for grade 9 and 12

· workbooks, etc.
4.
The following general terms apply:

· The applicable annual fee is the relevant amount stipulated in paragraph 1 above.

· The annual fee is payable termly and the relevant termly amount is payable on the first day of each term.

· Invoices for fees not paid promptly on the stipulated date of payment will attract interest on such invoice at the Prime Bank Rate plus 1% per annum, subject to the maximum rate permissible in terms of the National Credit Act, 2005 (as amended).

· Fees should be paid in full by the end of each term to avoid further action.  (See no 7.)

· Payment of the full annual fee may be made by credit card on or before the 31st January 2010.  No early payment deduction will apply to a payment by credit card.

· The total annual fee may be paid in full on or before 31st January 2010 by EFT or cheque and will attract an early payment deduction of 5% on the annual fee.

[For the avoidance of doubt, should the full annual fee (less the 5% early payment deduction) not be paid on or before 31st January 2010, the early payment deduction will not apply.]

The P.T.A. levy of R330-00 per family per term will still appear as a separate item.  This levy is discussed and voted on at the P.T.A. / A.G.M., which takes place in February or March each year and all parents are encouraged to attend the A.G.M. to exercise their voice and vote. 

6. A full term’s notice should be given in writing when withdrawing a learner, to avoid the equivalent fee being levied.

7. An account will be deemed to be in arrears if the full amount due has not been paid by the first day of each term.  These provisions comply with the requirements of the new National Credit Act.
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
